75kW chiller was installed. When the brewery had 24 
fermentation tanks, space was at a premium so ICS 
Cool Energy delivered a bespoke tank to fit the space 
along with two new 135kW chillers. Future-proofing is 
also built in, with extra temperature control capacity 
available.
